Code differences (October 2005 – March 2006)

General Rules
1. Page 9 & 10 are entirely new. They outline specific problems under the heading of “Behavior of Coach” and the associated required actions by the meet officials. It is broken down by actions not affecting the results or performance of athletes, and actions directly impacting this. It outlines the yellow card and red card actions as well as specific deductions to be applied under certain circumstances. All circumstances are covered (or attempted to be covered) including the 1 time replacement of a coach in an event. If the coach remains in the event hall (in the “inner circle” of the competition hall) there is an associated fine to the National Federation in CHF.

2. Article 5, a. has greatly expanded on the responsibilities of the president of the MTC. There were 5 listed before, now there are 12. Of particular interest are items:

vi. After the scores have been released by the apparatus supervisors, No score changes are allowed except by inquiry.
x. Warn or replace an official who is unsatisfactory or breaks his oath

xi. Analysis of all judges and recommend rewards or sanctions

Article 5, b. has changed the responsibilities of the MTC members. They are now the

      “Apparatus Supervisors” and have expanded duties, including:

iii. record every exercise in its entirety in symbols and calculate the A and B 

score

vii.
can intervene on B score, can be reviewed by video


viii.
can intervene on A score, can be reviewed by video

3. All the responsibilities for the MTC members and A1 jury have been revised and are covered in Article 5, 8, and 10.

4. Article 11, 1. Now has specific examples of what needs to be documented for each                                                                      exercise. Also, there is no longer 0.05 adjustments available at the end of an exercise. (Also in Article 18).
5. Article 22 has the same content but has a slightly modified numbering structure.

6. Article 24: There is no longer a small error for touching the apparatus or floor, only a medium error.

7. Article 25 has been rewritten to provide more detail on the mechanics of inquiries. The process for paying inquiry fees is more clear. Inquiries must be made verbally and immediately (before end of the next routine) to the A1 judge, then followed up in writing. No appeal is allowed after an inquiry.

Floor Exercise
1. Article27, 3b. Change “…the termination of exercise” to “indicate the maximum time prescribed  to the exercise”. This has to do with performing routines greater than 70 seconds. Also, the time deductions are reported to the A1 judge instead of the apparatus chair.

2. Article 28: 3b. Add “For floor exercise, one element can fulfill only one element group requirement. If one element is executed as dismount (element group II, III, or IV), it can fulfill only dismount group requirement, and the gymnast must include one more element from the same element group as the dismount inside the exercise in order to receive the respective element group points.

3. Article 29: One sided construction (more than 50% from the same EG) has been deleted.

4. Roll bwd through HS with ½ turn. Note: This is a duplicated skill listed in two areas of the code; EG 1, #133 (new) and EG 3, #13. At the International course in Houston, it was stated that this would move from Element Group #3 to Element Group #1.

5. Roll bwd with hop 1/1 turn to HS. Note: This is a duplicated skill listed in two areas of the code; EG 1, #134 (new) and EG 3, #14. At the International course in Houston, it was stated that this would move from Element Group #3 to Element Group #1.
Pommel Horse

1. Article 32: 5. Text was added in parenthetical phrase “…maximum 2 circles for D value (exception spindle between the pommels and both pommels between hands)”.

2. Article 33: Lack of amplitude in circles or flairs throughout the exercise has been changed to “Lack of body extension in circles or flairs”. Also, delete 0.5 large error.

3. Article 33: “Bent legs in circles or flairs throughout exercise has been changed to “Bent or legs apart during elements”. Also, add 0.1 small deduction.
4. Article 33: “Uneven distribution of elements over the horse” has been deleted.

5. Article 33: “One side construction (more than 50% from the same EG)” had been deleted.

6. Article 33: Landing oblique or not facing long axis of horse is worded different…”small deduction is deviation of >45, medium deduction is deviation of 90 degrees”.

7. EG 2, #8 now also illustrates the circle with support outside the pommels.
8. EG3, #23. Change the description to add the name “Yamawaki” for hop 3/3 sideways from 1-1 to 5-5.
9. EG4, #3. Add the “Urzica”: Fr. s. sup. on end, kehr fwd around 1st pommel rev. stockli around 2nd pommel to side sup. p between hands.

Still Rings

1. Article 36: 3. Connection bonus states the following:

2. Article 37: Touching cables or straps with arms feet or other part of the body is only a 0.3 deduction (previously 0.1 or 0.3)
Vaulting
1. Announced in Houston but not found in the code: “The length of the landing area on which the zone is marked is 6 meters”. 
2. Announced in Houston but not found in either code: Acceptable vaults for Finals Second Vault:

· At least 180 degree or more twist

· Going bwds vs. fwd.

· Saltos in differing body position: tuck-pike-layout

3. Article 41 (B jury deductions). Insufficient distance from the table in landing position according to the demonstrated. Eliminated from the March code.

Parallel Bars
1. Article 45 (Table of Specific Errors): One sided construction (more than 50% from the same EG) has been deleted from the March Code.
2. Non-Respect of the Official Warmup Time – 50 seconds.
3. Illegal placement of the vault board has been taken out of the March code.

4. EG 1, #74. Any 1/1 pirouette in handstand on 2 rails is now a B value (previously a C value).

5. EG 2, #3. Front uprise reverse cut to handstand is now a C value (previously a B value).

6. EG 4, #16. The skill now has a name: “Chucherat”

7. EG 4, #17. <New Skill> Basket with ¾ turn to handstand is an E value.

8. EG 4, #18. The skill has a new name: “Teng Hai Bin.” The old name of “Tichonkich” is removed.

9. EG 5, #11. Additional text added “or ½ turn and double salto bwd.” although the picture was there previously.
10. EG 5, #30 (double salto bwd with 1/1 turn dismount – “Hiroyuki Kato”) was previously listed as an E, now an F skill. 

Horizontal Bar
1. Article 48: 2. Change the wording for connection bonus from: On bar plus flight to “In bar plus flight.

2. Article 48: 3c. Elements requested to end in double elgrip have one letter superior value than the same elements ending in one arm elgrip. However, concerning the repetition rule both will be considered as having the same identification number. (this has been deleted).
3. Article 48: 3k. <NEW> Covers all grip changes in greater detail.
4. Article 49: Legs apart or bad execution during lift or jump to the bar (this has been deleted).

5. Article 49: Bent knees during swing action…add 0.1 <each time>.

6. Article 49. One sided construction (more than 50% from the same element group) has been deleted.
7. EG1, #63. Rybalko to undergrip, mixed grip, or one arm (one arm has been removed).

8. EG2, #77. Gaylord 2 is now an E value (previously a D value).

9. EG 3, #1. Kip or drop kip…add to handstand or handstand with ½ turn.

10. EG4, #22. “Elgrip hop 1/1 turn to elgrip” has been removed from the March code.
11. EG4, #40. There is a picture now showing the endo in elegrip 1/1 turn to mixed grip. It is assumed that there is no grip change.

12. EG4, #41. “Endo elgrip 1/1 turn to elgrip” has been removed from the March code.
