The updates & differences from the May 2006 Code.  
· Important Notice: It is highly recommended that all coaches & judges print off the new code so everyone is current and not using one of the previous codes 
(October 05’, March 06’, May 06’, and now December 06’). There have been a lot of changes over the last few years (especially vault values) and it is extremely important that everyone is using the most current code.

· Note to NCAA coaches: Most of the changes in the December 2006 code have already been addressed by the NCAA Rules Committee (the exceptions have been listed below in blue). These will be added to the NCAA Interpretations shortly.
General Rules
1.) Slight modification: Article 4 (Behavior of Coach). Unsportsmanlike conduct…(valid for competitions, trainings, warm-ups, and the entire period of the event) has now been changed to valid for all phases of the competition. Also, there are now deductions (0.5 or 0.8) for behavior violations with direct impact on the result / performance of the gymnast / team.
2.) Slight modification: Article 5: b, vii. B-score. If the differences in the B counting scores are greater than the amount allowed, the Apparatus Supervisor has more options.

3.) Slight modification: Article 5: b, viii. A-Score. Discussed when the Apparatus Supervisor must intervene. This has been modified slightly.
4.) Deleted: Article 5: b, xi. To deliver a written report of all occurrences to the President during the competition.  

5.) Updated table: Article 8: 4. New slightly updated table of allowable differences between the B-panel judges.
6.) New: Article 18: 3. For short exercises, the following rule will be applied:

Floor Exercise
1.) New: Element Group 1, #15. From Manna (2 sec.) turn over (dislocation) through handstand = C value.
2.) New: Element Group 1, #16. From Manna (2 sec.) turn over (dislocation) through handstand      (2 sec.) = D value. 

3.) New: Element Group 4, #18. Arabian double front piked with 1/1 turn (Hypolito) = F value.
Pommel Horse

1.) New: Article 32: 2g. A maximum of two Russian Wende swings are permitted within an exercise, including the dismount. Combined elements which includes Russian Wende swings on one pommel are exempted from this rule.
2.) New:  Article 32: 2k. All dismounts other than handstand dismounts must be executed at a minimum angle of 45º above the shoulder horizontal line before landing. For lower height, deductions will be applied according with the specific errors and deductions table for pommel horse, Art. 33.
3.) New: Article 33 (added to the table). Non handstand dismounts, body position under 45º over shoulder horizontal line = 0.3 (medium deduction).

Still Rings

1.) New: Element Group 1, #34. Guzchogy piked to Li Ning hang = D value.
2.) New: Element Group 1, #35. Guzchogy stretched to Li Ning hang = E value.

3.) New: Element Group 3, #42. Honma piked directly to swallow (2 seconds)…(without any support phase) = F value.
4.) New: Element Group 5, #4. Salto forward piked or stretched with 2/1 turns = D value.

Vaulting
1.) New: Article 40, #6. Rule for hand placement for handsprings and Yamashita style vaults (group 
III) see chart in the code.
2.) New: Article 41 (last line in the chart). Hand placements not on line (see chart).

Parallel Bars
1.) New: Element Group 1, #27. A second skill has been added to the box (Makuts to upper arm hang…or….1/4 Diamidov ¼ Healy to support) = both are a C value in the same box.
2.) New: Added Element Group 2, #10. Forward uprise to Makuts to upper arm = D value.
Horizontal Bar
1.) New:  Article 47: 3b. For elements which include turns, deviations from the prescribed turning end body position (during the re-grasping moment) will be applied according with the following specific chart (0-30º = no deduction, 31-45º = 0.1 deduction, 46-90º = 0.3 deduction, below 90º = 0.5 deduction).
2.) New:  Article 48: 7. Elements with turns: an exercise can not include more than one grip variation of the same element. The second executed one is chronological order is considered as repetition. 

Examples: 
· If a Rybalko in double el-grip is executed – another Rybalko in mixed grip or one hand grip is not permitted.

· If an Endo with 1/1 turn in mixed grip is executed – another Endo with 1/1 turn in double el-grip is not permitted.

· If a Stalder ½ turn in double el-grip is executed – another Stalder ½ turn in mixed grip is not permitted.

3.) New: Element Group 3, #3. Weiler with 1/1 turn to mixed grip = C value.

4.) New: Element Group 3, #4. Weiler with 1/1 turn to double el-grip = D value.
